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Summary - Infrastructure Repairs

Hale Building:  
• Handicapped accessibility – door handles,   
entrances, room signage, elevator and controls 
restrooms, uneven surfaces sidewalk, parking
• Roof leafs at gymnasium and other flat roof
•Broken glass block windows at gym
•No attic insulation
•Damaged, chipped and aged vinyl composition 
tile flooring, wood floors need refinishing
•Acoustical ceiling tile (ACT) is old
•Stairs and railings do not meet code
•Lower level in poor condition
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Summary - Infrastructure Repairs

Hale – Mechanical, Electrical & Plumbing:  
• Limited area fire protection system needed
• Lack of ADA compliant fixtures 
•Boilers have exceeded useful life
•No attic insulation
•Inadequate and poor ventilation in numerous 
locations throughout
•Emergency lighting is insufficient
•Fire alarm does not meet code requirements
•Electrical service and distribution equipment 
nearing end of useful life
•EOC – New Emergency Operations Center 
function will necessitate a generator
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Summary - Infrastructure Repairs

Ray Building :  
• Original single pane windows in very poor 
condition – not energy efficient
•Pre-cast window sills are deteriorated and 
crumbling
•Existing roof leaks – interior water damage to 
walls, floors and ceilings
•Accessibility issues: restrooms, signage, door 
handles, etc.
•Acoustical ceiling tiles (ACT) old and stained 
due to water infiltration
•Interior wood doors are chipped and damaged
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Summary - Infrastructure Repairs

Ray  - Mechanical, Electrical & Plumbing:  
• Lack of ADA compliant fixtures
•Need limited area fire protection system
•Boilers have exceeded useful life
•Inadequate ventilation for existing offices and 
restrooms
•New emergency lighting is needed since 
existing equipment is insufficient
•Interior and exterior lighting and electrical 
distribution system is at the end of it’s useful 
life – replacements recommended
•Fire alarm and communications systems are 
outdated
